2. Minutes.  The board approved the May 03 minutes with changes (Closed). 

3. Treasurer’s Report – A Treasurer’s report was provided for May 03.  

4.   Unfinished Business


a.  June Luncheon (Navy) – everything on track, script for swearing in of new officers is on the ASMC National website. (Closed)

b. PDI 03 – New Orleans –everything went well at the PDI, pictures will be put on our website.  The Chapter Fair Committee spent $1, 057 on the Chapter booth, which was less than the budgeted amount (Closed).

c. Joint Luncheon with AGA – Mr. Silcox contacted Mr. Ron Longo at AGA, while a joint luncheon could not be arranged during the next few months, we should still entertain this in the future. (Closed)

d. Continuing Education Scholarships – The proposal to pay for continuing education has been turned over to the Education and Training Committee Chairperson for action (Closed).
