2. Minutes.  The board approved the Jun 27th, 2003 minutes with changes (Closed). 

3. Treasurer’s Report –A Treasurer’s report was provided for Jul 03, encompassed a budget and operating plan for the 2003 –2004 term.  The board clarified that the additional $10K noted as incoming funding was a one time reimbursement from the PDI 3 years ago, hosted jointly by the Philly and DC Chapters.  LT Perry validated the number of months that Management Concepts placed ads in the newsletter.  The board authorized the Treasurer to invoice Management Concepts for those ads.

4. LT Knowlton suggested the operating budget allows for: 1) increase in the amount or number of scholarships, 2) increase in the number of people receiving reimbursement for CDFM, 3) decrease in the amount charged for monthly luncheons, and 4) recognition of the outgoing Primary Chapter positions.  LT Knowlton aslo requested consideration of  LT Deal and Ms. Baskins as Co- Treasurers.  

5. The Executive Board approved an increase in scholarship awards from $1000 to $1500 and to increase marketing of the CDFM reimbursement program.  The board discussed three options posed by the Treasurer’s suggestions: a) the chapter pays for the services/location and the members for the meal, b) the chapter discontinues testing luncheon sites and holds all luncheons at the Holiday Inn with a luncheon charge of $17 per member, and c) the chapter subsidizes the luncheons during a three month test and validate whether the action increases membership attendance at the luncheon.  To aid in making an informed decision on the proposal, the issue was tabled and the Treasurer was requested to submit a white paper on the pros, cons, National ASMC prohibitions, and other factors.  The board also decided to recognize outgoing members with a donation to a charity.  This measure was later upgraded to awarding plaques during the August 13th luncheon.  The board identified that only one person is accountable for management of Chapter Funds, however, the board agreed to consider LT Deal and Ms. Baskins as Assistant Co- Treasurers.  

6. Mr. Hicks suggested the DC Chapter should consider making a donation to the 911 Pentagon Memorial since many of those injured or deceased were ASMC members.  The board approved a donation to the Pentagon Memorial based on $100 per deceased member, which is $1500. 

7. Audit – Capt Asseng will request assistance from the Ms. Davis to get the final report on the Audit. 

8. Luncheons- The 10 Dec 2003 expected for the Holiday Social at Ft. McNair is unavailable.  The Executive Board selected 9 Dec 2003 as the new date.  Ms. Thompson will engage the Holiday Inn for a 10 month contract (excluding Dec and Mar). The board moved to submit a deposit for the contract.

9. Capt Asseng asked the board to consider hosting the 2005 PDI. Mr. Ackley invited Ms. Ednora Armour-Ohanmu , Registration Chair for PDI New Orleans, to attend the board meeting.  She highlighted some lessons learned from New Orleans.  The board agreed that the DC Chapter, the largest of all Chapters, should be able to host the PDI, but recognized that having over 102 PDI volunteers is paramount to success.  Capt Asseng also noted that if the Chapter informed National this was feasible, the current board would be committing the new board to a huge endeavor.  The Executive Board agreed to go forward with showing interest in hosting the PDI.

10. Mini PDI- No report.   

11. CDFM- No report was submitted, however, Mr. Ackley noted that he forwarded a request from a member regarding CDFM preparation.  He underscored that the Chapter should not endorse or recommend any commercial program for CDFM, according to policy from National when answering questions regarding CDFM.

12. Membership:  No report from Chair.  OSD has not received a copy.  LT Perry noted that many people in the Washington DC section of the Chapter Roster were considered other service.  Some of the members were incorrectly listed in the general pool and on the wrong service. Two FAA and 2 Retired personnel were listed on the CG roster, while the CG Vice President was listed on the generic DC Section.  

13. Photographer: No report from Chair.  The camera was transferred to LT Knowlton for disbursement to the Publicity Chair.  The board noted that Paula will be retiring in September and an announcement should be made at the next luncheon.

14. Publicity: No report.

15. Awards/Essays, Scholarship, Training/Education , Community Service- Congratulations goes to Todd Lewis from Meade High School, Ft Meade, MD.  In addition to the Chapter scholarship awarded, Todd also received one of the five $2,000 scholarship grants awarded by ASMC HQ. 
16. Competition- The chapter could raise its points in the publicity/marketing area.  Mr. Hicks also suggested that the current board should review the bylaws and constitution.  Mr. Ackley noted that these are on the website.

17. Webmaster- Report provided electronically.  Sketch luncheon flyer located on the web.

18.  Business Request:  Secretary requested to that all reports be submitted for inclusion in the agenda.  

19. The meeting began at 10:35 and adjourned at 11:45.
