2. Minutes.  The board approved the minutes of 3 December 2003. 

3. Treasurer’s Report: LT Deal reported there were no major changes to the financial report, and would e-mail it to anyone who has not received it.   He also indicated that Management Concepts has paid for ads through November.   

4.  Vacancy fills:  CAPT Asseng indicated at the last meeting that he would contact Mr Cook, USMC, about filling the vacant position from that service, but CAPT Asseng could not make today’s meeting due to immediate commitments.  There were no volunteers to fill the Community Service position for the retiring Ms Weston, so this position vacancy will be actively pushed at the next luncheon.  


Committee Reports:

5. Membership: No report. LT Perry reported Capt Asseng contacted Ms. Sizemore at National regarding electronic membership rosters. The chapter is requested to submit a formal request to National and an electronic roster will be provided.

6. Audit: No report.

7. Mini-PDI: Craig Silcox reported that the event is locked in to the J.W. Marriott for 30 March.  Craig and Richard Pineda walked the space and it was acceptable.  Millie Thompson reported that the hotel gave Wayne Ebaugh the revised contract yesterday, and he should be signing it in the next few days.     

8. Photographer: Lt Perry noted that the pictures for the December Holiday social have been posted to the web. 

9. Publicity: No report

10. Luncheons- 

· Holiday Social:  Millie indicated that at least 87 people attended.    Millie emphasized that the chapter paid for extra food to ensure that the chapter would not be penalized for not getting 100 people to attend.  Millie felt that if the chapter was going to pay an extra $500, then there should be some benefit. The final cost was $3,653, which includes the initial deposit.  The board budgeted $3200 and collected at least $435 at the door.  Since we did not have to write any additional checks to Fort McNair, the board felt that we were close to even or made a slight profit. Paula requested the list of attendees (names taken at the door) for use by the next Social Committee.  LT Perry will contact LT Knowlton to provide the actual list of attendees noted at the door and the official count from those lists.  

· Action Item: LT Knowlton is requested to provide the attendee list to both Brenda Lefleur and LT Perry.

· January luncheon: Millie also reported that next week’s luncheon is on track with the menu set, and the speaker is arranged.  LT Perry asked for anyone expecting VIPs, to please let her know. She also indicated that CAPT Asseng will have the President’s message ready by this Friday. 

· February Luncheon: US Navy reminder.

· Action Item: Brenda LaFluer will check to see if anyone has arranged getting a speaker for the US Navy  

11. Competition:   See attached report.  Keith Hicks reported that we are entering the last quarter for the chapter competition.  There are still many areas that we can gain points for.  If anyone has any ideas, please let him know.  LT Perry had a question about using articles published in the Washington newsletter for articles in the Armed Forces Comptroller.  Keith replied that National would only accept previously unpublished articles.
