2. President’s Comments:  Mr. Bagby provided introductory remarks including his vision and key goals.  He sees the Washington Chapter continuing to build upon good work that has already begun, with efforts to make some areas even better.  While maintaining our 5-Star status, he challenged us to increase the number of CDFMs, to conduct a good Mini-PDI, to increase Luncheon participation, and to increase Corporate/Retiree participation in our chapter.   

3. Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a. Minutes.  The board approved the minutes of 9 June 2004.

b. Mr. Pawlow identified the administrative requirements that must be accomplished with the change of Executive Board Members, including submission to ASMC National Headquarters of the Meetings & Activities Plan (MAP), the updated Executive Board roster, and the financial audit.  He stated he would prepare the MAP and Executive Board roster.  Mr. Bagby indicated he would appoint the audit team.  Additionally, the Secretary mentioned that the Executive Board needs to review the Constitution and By-Laws for any changes needed, but it was suggested that we hold the discussion at the August Board meeting.
