2. President’s Comments:  

a. Mr. Bagby indicated his desire to focus on three primary topics at this meeting:  the November Luncheon; the Holiday Social, scheduled for December 15 at the Army Navy Country Club (ANCC); and the Mini-PDI Committee’s progress.

b. Mr. Bagby asked the Board to change the time of the 1 December Executive Board Meeting due to a schedule conflict with his official duties.  It will be held from 12:30 to 2:00 pm.

3. Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a. The Board approved the minutes of 6 October 2004.   

b. Mr. Pawlow distributed mail to appropriate committee members, and reported that he had updated the Executive Committee Roster.

4. Administrative Items:

a. Chapter Logo on Luncheon Certificates – Mr. Pawlow reported that he had used the new Chapter logo on the October luncheon certificates presented to Luncheon speakers and luncheon opportunity winners.

b. He also said he had purchased professional looking certificates and folders that were presented to the October luncheon speaker. 

5. Treasurer’s Report:

a. Mr. Bogle presented the Treasurer’s Report.  He informed the Board that he would send annual bills for corporate advertising in the Chapter Newsletters.  Mr. Boshart mentioned that Management Concepts would have a full-page advertisement in the monthly Newsletter in 2005.  Mr. Bogle discussed an ongoing scholarship reconciliation issue he is attempting to resolve.  He also informed the Board that he would provide donation checks to charities in December 2004.  The Board approved the Treasurer’s Report.  Report attached. 

b. Mr. Bogle showed the Executive Board the IBM laptop computer that he purchased with the Board’s approval.

6. Service VPs & Secretaries:  No specific comments.  

Committee Reports

1. November Luncheon:  Mr. Boshart informed the Board that Mr. Rob Fitzgerald (Northrop-Grumman) would be the November Luncheon speaker.  Mr. Bagby asked for Mr. Fitzgerald’s full biography.  Mr. Boshart said he would provide it.  Mr. Boshart said the menu was set up and the November Newsletter was in process, but that he still needs the President’s message and some other inputs.  Mr. Boshart said he would call the Service ASMC Secretaries to confirm attendance and the VIP attendee list.  Ms. Darlene Thompson informed the Board that she and LT Diane Perry had been developing procedures to provide documented CPEs to members for attending the luncheons.  Several Board members recommended a simplified procedure – to provide CPE certificates to attendees at each luncheon when they sign-in.  The Board agreed by acclamation.  Mr. Bogle asked if we could accept cash only payments at the luncheons due to the time burden to post the charges.  He said he would check into using the hotel’s phone for confirming credit card payment transactions.  

2. Holiday Social (15 Dec 04):  Mr. Cottingham discussed the estimated cost ($3,337) and number of attendees (140).  Mr. Cottingham and Ms. Millie Thompson are still coordinating on the food menu.  Mr. Bagby asked whether hors d’oeuvres or a sit-down meal would be preferred and what the cost differential would be.  The hors d’oeuvres would cost more than a sit-down meal, but the Board agreed that the hors d’oeuvres are preferable.  Based on past attendance, the Board suggested that 80-90 attendees might be expected.  It was noted that the budget for this event was set at $3,200, with attendees contributing $5 per person.  Mr. Cottingham and Ms. Thompson will continue to refine the menu and their cost estimate.  Mr. Pawlow asked about a “program” for the Social.  The coordinating committee will prepare a program in coordination with the Community Service Committee.  Mr. Bagby said his office would assist by inviting the ASMC National Staff and Executive Board, Service FMs, and other VIPs as recommended by our Chapter Service/component VPs & Secretaries.  Mr. Bagby asked the VPs/Secretaries to provide their recommended VIP lists as soon as possible.  The RSVP due date will be 10 December.  Mr. Cottingham will provide periodic e-mail updates on his committee’s planning and coordination of this event.

3. Mini-PDI:  Mr. Gaglio (for Mr. Garcia), a member of the Mini-PDI Committee, discussed the status of current planning.  The Mini-PDI is being planned for 29 March 2005 at the J.W. Marriott Hotel.  Mr. Gaglio indicated that a theme for the Mini PDI had been identified and that some speakers had been confirmed.  Mr. Bagby suggested that they should plan on having a “high level” DoD Comptroller speaker  (perhaps Mrs. Jonas) serve a keynote speaker.  Mr. Gaglio said a contract was written with J.W. Marriott, but that consideration was not yet paid.  He discussed the budget for this event, pointing out that the estimated break-even point for cost is estimated at 380 paid attendees.  He mentioned that the Treasurer would need to work out procedures for accommodating DD Form 1556 payments, and other forms of payment, for the Mini-PDI.  Mr. Gaglio told the Board that we would invite other ASMC Chapters to participate at our Mini-PDI.  Mr. Bagby asked Mr. Gaglio to have Mr. Garcia present the Mini-PDI budget at the December Executive Board Meeting.

4. Community Service:  Ms. Terrill (absent) asked Mr. Pawlow to request that the Board approve a $100 contribution for school supplies because the in-kind contributions were insufficient to deliver to the school.  Mr. Bagby recommended waiting to resolve the $100 contribution issue until the next meeting, if necessary.  Meanwhile Ms. LaFleur suggested that cash contributions (perhaps at the next luncheon) could be used by the Community Service Committee to buy school supplies and other Community Service donations.
