2. President’s Comments:  

a. Mr. Bagby indicated his desire to focus on three active issues during this meeting:  the Holiday Social, scheduled for December 15 at the Army Navy Country Club (ANCC); the Community Service Committee seasonal activities; and the Mini-PDI Committee’s progress.

3. Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a. The Board approved the minutes of the 3 November 2004 Executive Board Meeting.   

b. Mr. Pawlow distributed mail to appropriate committee members, and reported that he had updated the Executive Committee Roster.  He pointed out that the USMC Assistant Secretary’s position is vacant.

a. Mr. Silcox asked the Board to relieve the Corporate and Retired Board members of the responsibility to host the May Luncheon due to their hosting of the June golf tournament.  

b. Ms. McGrath volunteered to have OSD host the May luncheon, and the Board agreed to the change.

6. Service VPs & Secretaries:  No specific comments.  

Committee Reports

1. Holiday Social (15 Dec 04):  Mr. Bagby led the discussion about the Holiday Social.  Mr. Cottingham had been providing e-mail updates on the Committee’s activities.  The Board had agreed by e-mail to Mr. Cottingham to his request for approval of the increase in cost for food.  Mr. Cottingham and Ms. Millie Thompson have worked out the food menu of heavy hors d’oeuvres.  It was mentioned that the service VPs need to “beat the bushes” to get the attendee estimated headcount refined as soon as possible.  Mr. Bagby identified the names of some VIPs who plan to attend, including LTG Sinn, Tina Jones and others.  Ms. LaFleur asked whether we would need to record the names of attendees at the Social.  The Board agreed that we would not.  A need for nametags and pens was identified, and Capt Asseng said he would ensure that these materials are provided.  It was reported that the Color Guard would present the Colors at 1800 and that music would be piped into the banquet hall.  Mr. Cottingham will continue to provide periodic e-mail updates on his committee’s planning and coordination of this event.

2. Community Service:  Jean Terrill and Clara Weston, of the Community Service Committee, led the discussion about Toys for Tots and the Food Drive.  They requested $500 to buy toys and books to augment the Toys for Tots drive.  The Board approved the request by voice vote.  They reported that November luncheon attendees had contributed $140 that would be used for food and Toys for Tots purchases.  In addition, they would accept cash contributions at the Holiday Social, as well as in-kind food and toy contributions.  Ms. Terrill asked that the committee focus its efforts and donations on the Mount Eagle Elementary School to gain more than 20 hours of service for that project that would earn the Chapter competition points.  Additionally, the Board approved $300 to purchase additional school supplies for the school.  Ms. Weston said she would need volunteers to sort and distribute toys on December 21, 22, and 23, and would provide additional announcements as appropriate.

3. Mini-PDI (29 March 2005 at the J.W. Marriott Hotel):  Mr. Garcia) discussed the status of current planning.  He said we are entering the marketing & registration phase of the Mini-PDI effort.  He provided the Board a handout, describing the Mini-PDI’s theme and 3 Pillars.  Mr. Bagby said he would ask the ASA(FM&C) invite the OSD Comptroller to speak.  Mr. Garcia asked the Board for approval to fund a paid speaker, Mr. Robert Anderson, $4000 plus travel costs.  In his budget review, Mr. Garcia indicated he is using conservative assumptions.  Mr. Ackley told Mr. Garcia that he believes the assumption of 100 non-member attendees is too high, and thinks that a reception at the end is unnecessary and costly.  The Board members gave several suggestions to Mr. Garcia and approved the budget with 2 adjustments:  1. Delay the reception decision until a later date; and 2.  ?????? (FILL IN).  The hotel contract finalization due date is 26 January, and Ms. Weston suggested providing a lunch-only option in the contract instead of additional meals.  It was recommended that the Committee obtain a demonstration tape or references of the speaker.  Additionally, Mr. Garcia discussed the possibility of doing registration on-line, and he informed the Board that his Committee and the Treasurer, Mr. Bogle have been coordinating on payment procedures.  Ms. Wright suggested the possibility of using postcards (for registration) for the Mini-PDI.  Ms. Terrill said she would raise the issue with the other Mini-PDI Committee members.

4. Awards/Essay:  CDR Christovich reminded the Board to review the 2004-2005 Awards Program memo he had e-mailed and to provide him feedback as soon as possible.

6. Membership:  Capt Asseng asked the VPs to provide him membership feedback for his membership report by the close of business 1 December 2004.
