2. President’s Comments:  

a. Mr. Bagby informed the Board that the Mini-PDI is set but that we need to advertise. He asked the service VPs to get the word out.  He also indicated that he was willing to send invitations to various organizations.  

b. During Mr. Bagby’s discussion of upcoming events, the Board voted not to have a June Board meeting due to the Golf Tournament on 15 June and the PDI that runs from 31 May to 3 June.  

c. Since the January Luncheon Program was more commercial than educational, Mr. Bagby wants the Board to inform attendees, individually.

3. Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a. Mr. Pawlow informed the Board that he would prepare the January 2005 Board Meeting minutes from notes provided to him and send it to the Board, electronically, as soon as possible for coordination and approval.

b. Mr. Bogle reviewed details of financial transactions shown in his report and responded to questions from Board members.  Ms. Darlene Thompson asked if a specific CDFM reimbursement had been made to a member.  Mr. Bogle said it had not, but that it would be paid shortly.  Ms. Simpkins asked Mr. Bogle if all scholarship payments had been made, and Mr. Bogle informed her that he is still working them.  The Board then approved the Treasurer’s Report.

6. Service VPs & Secretaries:  No comments.   

Committee Reports

1. Mini-PDI (29 March 2005 at the J.W. Marriott Hotel):  Mr. Gaglio and Mr. Silcox said they would  prepare an electronic flyer to advertise the Mini-PDI to the Washington Chapter membership.  Mr. Ackley said he would e-mail the flyer to the membership.  There was some discussion about how payments would be made for the Mini-PDI.  Mr. Bogle explained how the DD Form 1556 and credit card payments would be used.

2. Community Service:  No discussion.

3. Luncheons:  Ms. Weaver commented that the February Newsletter has been laid out and that she is waiting for the President’s remarks.  Mr. Pawlow suggested that the Newsletter might include a brief article about Ms. Clara Weston (Community Service) and her upcoming retirement and luncheon.  Mr. Anderholm volunteered to prepare the article and provide it to Ms. Weaver.  

4. Awards/Essay:  CDR Christovich reported that he had received 17 nominations for individual awards and 4 team awards, and that this number is on par with previous years’ nominations.  There were no nominations from the Army or USMC.  CDR Christovich told the Board that he needs a couple of volunteers to serve on the Awards Committee to select the award winners.  Capt Asseng and Ms. Wright volunteered to assist CDR Christovich.

5. Competition:   No discussion.  

6. Membership:  No discussion.  

7. Photographer:  Mr. Pawlow reminded the Board that Ms. Rainey had retired as photographer and that MAJ Cain would serve as Photographer and Publicity Chair.  One of the Board members reminded Mr. Pawlow that we would need the camera and photographer at the Mini-PDI.

8. Publicity:  See comments in paragraph 7.

9. Scholarship:   Ms. Simpkins reported that she was still waiting for scholarship applications to arrive via the Chapter PO Box.  Mr. Pawlow reported that no applications had been received and that he would provide them to Ms. Simpkins quickly after they arrive.  

10. Webmaster:  Mr. Ackley stated that the CDFM reimbursement information on the web site still needs to be updated.    

11. CDFM:  The Board had an intense discussion about the CDFM reimbursement program.  Mr. Ackley suggested that the Washington Chapter policy and procedures should be revised, and perhaps discontinued, due to increased reimbursements provided to CDFM applicants by the Services.  Ms. Darlene Thompson (CDFM Committee Chair) distributed a matrix that summarized the services, agencies, VA, and Chapter reimbursement policies.  Based on an analysis of these policies and the number of reimbursement requests received by the current CDFM Committee, the Committee Chair stated the services, agencies, and VA are meeting Chapter members’ CDFM testing reimbursement requirements.  Additionally, the ASMC National Associate Director of Certification informed Ms. Thompson that some services are returning CDFM reimbursement funds at the end of budget years due to non-use.  Based on the analysis of current reimbursement policies, the limited number of current requests (two) for reimbursement, and services’ reimbursement funds availability, Ms Thompson recommended the Chapter reimbursement policy be rescinded.  She stated Chapter funds may be better utilized in the form of CDFM recognition, i.e., establish quarterly CDFM recognition luncheons and establish a policy for the Chapter President to send a recognition letter to new CDFMs’ supervisors.  The Board voted to discontinue the Chapter CDFM reimbursement program and post the changed policy on the Chapter website.  Mr. Bagby asked the Board to table the discussion of CDFM recognition and asked Ms. Thompson for a full CDFM recognition proposal to be considered at a subsequent Board meeting.   
12. Chapter Fair:  It was reported that Ms. LaFleur had made initial contacts with the PDI coordinators.  Mr. Ackley informed the Board that PDI registration would start early, this year.  

13. Training & Education:
a. LT Perry reminded the Board that Continuing Education Grant applications are due by 15 February, and asked Mr. Pawlow to provide applications received in the Chapter PO box to her.
b. The board discussed and agreed on a procedure to award .5 CPE points to individuals who attend monthly Chapter luncheons that provide professional educational content.  The fundamental rule is that each individual self certifies his/her CPE points.  A notice will be incorporated in the Chapter Newsletter that identifies the number of CPE credits awarded for that luncheon and speaker.  The Chapter Treasurer or a service representative at the luncheon sign-in table will provide the luncheon attendee a receipt upon request.  We will include a link on the chapter website to the CPE renewal page on the ASMC National website (Mr. Ackley noted that it would be duplicate effort to include the same information from the National website on the Chapter website).  We will include a copy of the self certification form on our website.  A roster will be posted at the luncheon for members to sign in.  Rosters will be turned into the Chapter Secretary for inclusion in the Secretary's Audit book.  Luncheon records could be purged after two years from the luncheon date.
14. Audit Committee:  No discussion.

15. Special Topics:  

a. Tsunami relief donations:  The Board discussed alternative ways to provide contributions and take advantage of the National ASMC offer to contribute matching funds.  The Board voted to facilitate individual member contributions by establishing an account into which their contributions would be deposited.  The Board tasked the Community Service Chair, Ms. Terrill, to provide advertising for the voluntary contributions and to coordinate with Mr. Bogle on procedures to receive contributions and send them to ASMC National HQ.

b. Sign language interpreter:  The Board acknowledged responsibility to provide a sign language interpreter for luncheons and other functions when necessary.  Ms. Wright and Ms. Weaver indicated they had begun to research organizations and individuals that could provide such services when needed for handicapped attendees of Chapter events.

c. LTG McCall’s retirement:  Mr. Bagby informed the Board that LTG McCall announced that he would soon retire as ASMC National President.  Mr. Bill Campbell will lead a search committee to find a replacement.

d. Plaque for Ms. Weston:  Mr. Bagby proposed that the Chapter recognize Ms. Weston for her many years of dedicated service to the Washington Chapter by awarding her a plaque at her retirement luncheon.  The Board approved the suggestion.  Ms. Terrill will obtain the plaque and coordinate its inscription and delivery with Mr. Pawlow.

16. Other business:  None.
