2. President’s Comments:  Mr. Bagby started the meeting by informing the Board that the Mini-PDI is set but under-subscribed.  He said we need to promote it more, and told the Board he would push Mini-PDI registrations over the next two weeks.  Again, he asked the Service VPs and Secretaries to get the word out.  He also said he is willing to visit Service/organization leaders, personally, to promote the Mini-PDI.  Using the Holiday Social invitee list prepared in November-December 2004, he will mail personal invitations to many senior comptrollers.    

3. Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a. The Board approved the January Board Meeting minutes that Mr. Pawlow had distributed, previously, by e-mail.  Mr. Pawlow informed the Board he would provide the February and March Board Meeting minutes in a few days for their review and approval.  

b. Mr. Pawlow informed the Board he had collected their suggestions for changes to the Chapter Constitution and By-Laws, and discovered that most of the recommendations were to correct a couple of typographical errors.  However, one substantive change recommendation is to change the name of the Symposium Committee to Mini-PDI Committee.  Additionally, he argued against removing the word “religious” from the Constitution because it is part of a legal description of the category of organization to which ASMC belongs.  Mr. Pawlow asked the Board whether they want to initiate the identified changes to the Constitution.  The Board agreed to change the typographical errors and committee name, but seemed to accept the suggestion to leave the word “religious” in the paragraph describing ASMC’s organization type.

c. Mr. Pawlow asked the Board to help identify two individuals who would serve as the Chapter Photographer and the Publicity Committee Chair.  He informed them that MAJ Cain had to resign from these duties due to some imminent medical procedures.    

4. Administrative Items:  None

5. Treasurer’s Report:

a. Report attached.

b. Mr. Bogle reviewed details of financial transactions shown in his report and responded to questions from Board members.  He told the Board that he expects the income from revenues generated by Mini-PDI registrations to increase over the next few weeks.  He said he had mailed the initial check to the Mini-PDI speaker.  The Board then approved the Treasurer’s Report.

c. The Board had a discussion about elections for the 2005-2006 year.  We need to determine if replacements for the Assistant Secretaries will need to be elected.  We will need a Nominations Committee.  The Secretary will have to announce elections in March with voting in April.  Elections results are to be announced in May.

6. Service VPs & Secretaries:  No comments.   

Committee Reports

1. Mini-PDI (29 March 2005 at the J.W. Marriott Hotel):

a. Mr. Garcia informed the Board that approximately 200 people had already registered for the Mini-PDI.  He asked Mr. Bagby to invite the ASMC Mount Vernon Chapter, and Mr. Bogle suggested inviting the Potomac Chapter, also.

b. Mr. Bagby said he would task the Service VPs and Secretaries to report back to him on the status of advertising and registrations during the next three Wednesdays.  Mr. Garcia told the Board that Mr. Wayne Whitten, of the Mini-PDI Committee, would provide Mr. Bagby feedback on the number of people registered each week.

c. Ms. McGrath asked if Mr. Modly would address the Mini-PDI.  Mr. Bagby told her that the Mini-PDI Committee is working the speakers for the agenda but that he would call her concerning the speakers.  Mr. Garcia recommended having Mr. Modly as an afternoon speaker.  Ms. McGrath said she would coordinate the time slot with Mr. Modly and report back to Mr. Bagby.     

2. Community Service:  In Ms. Terrill’s absence, Mr. Pawlow reminded the Board that the Bunnies for Babies drive is on, and that contributions would be accepted during the Mini-PDI.

3. Luncheons:

a. Mr. Pawlow reminded the Board that while there would be no March Luncheon due to the Mini-PDI, the USMC (Ms. Wright) is assembling a March Newsletter for distribution at the Mini-PDI.

b. Mr. Pawlow said he would provide some digital photos of Ms. Clara Weston’s retirement luncheon to Ms. Wright for inclusion in the March Newsletter.

c. Mr. Gaglio (DFAS) informed the Board that he had not obtained a speaker for the April luncheon, yet.

d. Mr. Pawlow said he would coordinate the future luncheon dates with Ms. Millie Thompson, and would update the Meetings and Activities Plan and Luncheon Schedule and e-mail them to the Board.

e. Mr. Pawlow recommended to the Board that we have a June Board Meeting to facilitate the turnover of the Board members for the 2005-2006 year.  Mr. Silcox suggested having the June Board meeting immediately before the June luncheon at the Alexandria Holiday Inn.

f. Mr. Pawlow reminded Mr. Bogle and LT Perry that they owe the Board written procedures for the awarding of .5 CPE to luncheon attendees.     

4. Awards/Essay:  Mr. Pawlow told the Board that CDR Christovich had reported that the Awards Committee completed its deliberations and had selected winners.  Awards will be presented at the Mini-PDI.  CDR Christovich is coordinating the awards presentations with the Mini-PDI Committee.  

5. Competition:   Mr. Pawlow informed the Board that he and Ms. Critton will meet during the next week to coordinate the annual Competition Report for submission to ASMC National HQ by 10 April.  

6. Membership:  One of the Board members indicated that the membership roster updates are due by 5 March.  Mr. Pawlow will check the status of the updates with Capt Asseng.

7. Photographer:  Mr. Pawlow asked the Board to find a volunteer to serve as photographer (see paragraph 3c, above).  Currently, he has the Chapter’s digital camera.  

8. Publicity:  Mr. Pawlow asked the Board to find a volunteer to serve as Publicity Chair (see paragraph 3c, above).

9. Scholarship:   Mr. Pawlow reported that he had received approximately 8 scholarship applications in the Chapter PO box, and delivered them to Ms. Simpkins.  He will contact Ms. Simpkins for a status report on the applications.  Scholarships will be presented to their recipients at the June luncheon.  

10. Webmaster:  Mr. Ackley is providing a Webmaster Report, electronically.      

11. CDFM:  No discussion.

12. Chapter Fair:  One of the Board members told the Board that Ms. LaFleur will find it difficult to fully prepare for the PDI Chapter Fair until she can find out who will attend the PDI, and the Services, typically, don’t decide until later.  Mr. Pawlow said he would check with Ms. LaFleur on the status of her Chapter Fair coordination and Committee membership.    

13. Training & Education:  Mr. Pawlow told the Board that LT Perry had reported receiving no Continuing Education Grant applications this year, and had provided a report.  

14. Audit Committee:  No discussion.

15. Special Topics:  

a. Tsunami relief donations:  The Board discussed procedures for receiving individual member contributions and disbursing funds to ASMC National HQ to take advantage of the National ASMC offer to contribute matching funds.  Mr. Bogle assured the Board that he and Ms. Terrill (Community Service) will have worked out procedures by the Mini-PDI.  In addition, Ms. Terrill will have a Tsunami relief advertisement in the March Newsletter.

b. Sign language interpreter:  One of the Board members said that the Mini-PDI Committee still didn’t know if we would need to provide a sign language interpreter for the Mini-PDI.  Mr. Ackley reminded everyone that the online Mini-PDI registration form included a section asking for registrants to identify special needs, such as deafness. 

c. Golf Tournament:  Mr. Silcox said the Golf Tournament would be held at Fort Belvoir on 15 June.

d. Plaque for Ms. Weston:  Mr. Bagby proposed that the Chapter recognize Ms. Weston for her many years of dedicated service to the Washington Chapter by awarding her a plaque at her retirement luncheon.  The Board approved the suggestion.  Ms. Terrill will obtain the plaque and coordinate its inscription and delivery with Mr. Pawlow.

16. Other business:  None.

17. The meeting began at 1200 and adjourned at 1330.
