2. President’s Comments:  Mr. Bagby started the meeting by informing the Board that the Mini-PDI went well.  He said he had received positive feedback on the program and the venue.  He complimented the Mini-PDI Committee and the Committee Chair, Mr. Garcia for their efforts in making the Mini-PDI a success.    

3. Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a. The Board approved the February Board Meeting minutes that Mr. Pawlow had distributed, previously, by e-mail.  Mr. Pawlow also asked the Board to approve the March Meeting minutes that he had, likewise, distributed by e-mail, but because too few Board Members had reviewed the March minutes, Mr. Pawlow informed the Board he would, again e-mail the March minutes and request Board comments and approval.

b. Mr. Pawlow informed the Board that the election of Chapter President and Assistant Secretaries would take place at the 13 April luncheon.  He provided the Board the updated voting ballot and said that, although he could not attend the luncheon due to a temporary duty (TDY) trip, he would coordinate the voting procedures with the DFAS VP, Mr. Gaglio.  He told the Board that the names of new nominees or incumbents were on the ballot for every Assistant Secretary position.

c. Mr. Pawlow informed the Board that the Competition Committee Chair, Ms. Critton, had been coordinating on the Chapter’s submission for the Annual 5-Star Competition and that they would finish the Competition package and deliver it to ASMC National Headquarters by the required due date of 10 April 2005.    

d. Mr. Pawlow asked the Board to approve reimbursement for expenses he had incurred for some administrative supplies and photographic supplies he had purchased in preparation for the Mini-PDI, luncheons, and the PDI.  The photographic supplies included a small camera case and larger memory cards for the Chapter’s digital camera.  The Board approved reimbursement of the expenses, most or all of which, Mr. Bogle noted, were covered by previous Board approvals of such expenses.  

e. Mr. Pawlow again asked the Board to help identify two individuals who would serve as the Chapter Photographer and the Programs & Publicity Committee Chair.      

4. Administrative Items:  None

5. Treasurer’s Report:

a. Mr. Bogle reviewed his April (end of March) Report (attached).  He reviewed details of financial transactions shown in his report and responded to questions from Board members.  He reported that the Mini-PDI was “out of the red” with revenues greater than expenses which he reviewed.  The Board approved his report.
b. Mr. Bogle reported that the Mount Vernon Chapter will use our credit card account to collect payments for their Mini-PDI.  Ms. Williams will participate in their event and will handle the credit transactions for the Mount Vernon Chapter.  The Mount Vernon Chapter will pay the credit card service fee for one month plus, of course the fees for each transaction. 

c. Mr. Bogle reported that $718.57 had been collected for the ASMC Tsunami Relief campaign and that additional funds would be collected at the April luncheon.  The funds collected would be submitted to ASMC National Headquarters by the end of April.

6. Service VPs & Secretaries:  No comments.   

Committee Reports

1. Mini-PDI (29 March 2005 at the J.W. Marriott Hotel):

a. In addition to the comments made by the President, Mr. Garcia informed the Board that his Mini-PDI Committee should prepare critique forms for people to submit comments about the Mini-PDI.  He will ensure that his Committee prepares after-action lessons-learned for this event.
b. Executive Board and Committee Chairs, who attended the Mini-PDI, including Mr. Bogle, Ms. Critton, and Mr. Pawlow, reported that they had heard many favorable comments and few negative ones about the Mini-PDI.
c. Mr. Pawlow reported that he had provided the digital photos he took at the Mini-PDI to Mr. Ackley for inclusion on the Chapter web site, including photos of the Awards recipients and the awards, and of the speakers.     

2. Community Service:  In Ms. Terrill’s absence, Mr. Pawlow reported that many stuffed bunnies for the Bunnies for Babies drive were collected at the Mini-PDI.  He also reported that she could not attend the Board Meeting for medical reasons.
3. Luncheons:  In the absence of the DFAS members of the Board, Mr. Pawlow informed the Board that he had spoken to Mr. Gaglio and that the April Luncheon is on track.
4. Awards/Essay:  No discussion. 
5. Competition:   Ms. Critton reported that she had already accounted for more than 7100 competition points toward the ASMC National Chapter Competition, and that she still needed some help from a few Committee Chairs.  She said she would contact those chairs in the next few days.  She also reviewed some of the details of the accumulated points.  Mr. Pawlow informed the Board that he and Ms. Critton would meet during the next week to coordinate the annual Competition Report for submission to ASMC National HQ by 10 April.  There was an extended discussion of competition points during which Ms. Critton explained how activities are credited.  Mr. Cottingham mentioned that a Coast Guard member had written an article that should provide some competition points.
6. Membership:  In the absence of Capt. Asseng, Mr. Pawlow reported that the quarterly membership roster updates were submitted on time in March.
7. Photographer:  Mr. Pawlow, again mentioned that we need a volunteer to serve as photographer, but also mentioned that Mr. Rocky Wilber (serving on the PDI Chapter Fair Committee) might serve as Chapter Photographer.  Meanwhile, Mr. Pawlow has the Chapter’s digital camera and supplies.  

8. Publicity:  No discussion.
9. Scholarship:   Mr. Pawlow reported that he had not had recent contact with Ms. Simpkins.  Scholarships will be presented to their recipients at the June luncheon.  

10. Webmaster:  Mr. Ackley will provide a Webmaster Report, electronically.      

11. CDFM:  No discussion.

12. Chapter Fair:  Ms. LaFleur reported that her Committee had already met and would continue to develop its plans for the Chapter booth at the PDI.  The Board previously had approved the expenditure of up to $1000 by the Chapter Fair Committee.  Ms. LaFleur will provide the Board an update at the next Board meeting.

15. Special Topics:  

a. Sign language interpreter:  No discussion.   

b.
