2. President’s Comments:  Mr. Bagby mentioned that the PDI was an excellent training event and that the Washington Chapter had done well in the Chapter Competition and Chapter Fair.  He reminded the members that the Executive Board changeover ceremony would take place at the luncheon following the Board meeting, and reviewed the procedures for the swearing in the 2005-2006 Executive Board members.     

3. Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a. The Board approved the May Board Meeting minutes.  Mr. Pawlow noted that he would make two corrections that Ms. McGrath had provided before publishing the minutes.  

b. Mr. Pawlow provided copies of the Executive Board roster, showing outgoing and incoming officers and chairpersons, and the current Meetings and Activities Plan.  

c. Mr. Pawlow asked the component VPs and Assistant Secretaries to provide a copy of their luncheon attendance records to the Secretary so that the Chapter would have an historical record of attendance.  Such records would provide an auditable record for Chapter member claims for Continuing Education credit.

d. Mr. Pawlow reviewed some of the salient items of interest he learned from attending the Chapter Roundtable Discussion at the PDI.  He informed the Board that the competition rules would change, making it more difficult to gain as many points for membership.  He suggested that additional points could be earned in areas such as education and training, and in publicity.  He asked anyone else who had attended a PDI Roundtable Discussion to provide written comments to the Secretary.
e. Mr. Pawlow informed the Board that the Post Office Box rental is up for renewal at $100 for the year.  He asked the incoming Secretary and Treasurer to decide whether they would retain the same P.O. Box, and if so, to coordinate with Mr. Bogle for a check to pay the rental.  Mr. Bogle and Mr. Pawlow will provide the incoming officers the PO Box keys if they decide to use the same P.O. Box.
4. Administrative Items:  Mr. Pawlow asked the outgoing and incoming Board members to review the Chapter Handbook and to provide suggested changes to the Webmaster, Mr. Ackley, and the Secretary by 27 June.     
5. Treasurer’s Report:

a. Mr. Bogle discussed the Treasurer’s report, focusing on recent transactions related to the Mini-PDI and the PDI.  He informed the Board that the Chapter could break-even or possibly make a few dollars on the PDI.  He said he would provide a better accounting of the PDI revenues and expenses next month.
b. Mr. Bogle reminded the members that better forecasting of monthly luncheon attendees needs to be done, and that component representatives need to report early to the luncheons to work the registration tables. 
c. Mr. Bogle reminded the Board to provide him 2005-2006 budget request input as soon as possible.
