2) President’s Comments:  Capt McGuire stated he was looking forward to working with Board this year.  

3) Mr Ackley thought it was OSD’s turn.  OSD thought corporate might/should take it based on discussions regarding luncheon that was held the same month as Golf Tournament.  Capt McGuire and corporate stated they would discuss with Ms McGrath.    Corporate proposed ideas for speaker topics:  NSPS, BRAC, and A-123 revision.

4) Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:  

a) The Board approved the June Board Meeting minutes pending minor corrections being made by Steve Pawlow.

b) Follow-up on June minutes.  

i) It is important we start getting numbers straight for luncheons – do we expect problem with count this month?  Answer was we wouldn’t know until folks started arriving.  

ii) Letters for scholarships are all out.

iii) Audit – CAPT McGuire needs to schedule within 90 days of end of year.  CAPT McGuire stated there was a volunteer and he would follow up with the volunteer.  

5) Administrative Items:  Chapter Handbook Update – Vic Ackley and Steve Pawlow received no input.  Mr Ackley stated there is no requirement to make an update – but the board tries to do so annually.  The ASMC National Website suggests it – but we didn’t include the requirement in our bylaws since it was a suggestion – not a requirement

6) Treasurer’s Report:

a) CAPT Ybarra doing turnover with Mr Bogle.  Laptop “ownership” will be transferred when turnover is complete.

b) Proceeds from Min-PDI only around $900.  What will impact to scholarship committee be?  CAPT Ybarra will work with Mr Bogle to compile a thorough accounting of revenue and expenses – as was prepared for golf tournament.  Normally had profit of 10-20%.  Speaker expenses were higher than in the past.  Then we can determine what to do differently next year.

c) 2005-2006 Committee budget request input is overdue.  This years administration needs to formulate budget.

d) PO Box was renewed.  CAPT Ybarra has receipt and will give to Mr Bogle.

e) Treasurer’s report approval held in abeyance until more detailed accounting for Mini-PDI provided.

Committee Reports

1. Mini-PDI:  Need Chairperson.  CAPT McGuire will ask Joe Garcia if he will do it again.  Need to book by November.

2. Community Service:  Mr. Pawlow commented that he has not been able to speak with Jean to see what he should do with the extra bunnies – and if she is available for continued service.

3. Luncheons: We still needed to work out details on who will be coordinating August luncheon – is it OSD or Corporate?  Craig Silcox will coordinate with Ms McGrath.  

4. Awards/Essay:  Proposal by T&E to revamp the essay and offer cash awards to stimulate members to write more professional articles.  Mr Ackley disagreed with award for essay proposal.  National already does this.  It would become a “payment” for writing the essay – which is neither training or education.  We should do something to encourage people.  If we got 10 essays a year and picked one for an award – that would be ok.  There could be sliding scale for size of award based on number of applicants.  What is the procedure for floating ideas such as essay idea:  mass email – or wait for Board meeting?  Answer – Is not formal procedure – general consensus was to wait for board meeting.

9. Scholarship:   Checks and letters were mailed out.  We need to revisit best way to get the word out for next year.  We used to send out letters to schools (~156) and got about 100 applicants.  Then we switched to getting work out via web and only got 14 applicants last year and 11 this year.  We gave out 10 scholarships this year.  

10. Webmaster:  Sent out two announcements last month.  Website is updates with pictures, etc.  Mr. Ackley will provide a Webmaster Report, electronically.      

11. CDFM:  no report/discussion

12. Chapter Fair:  Additional expenses of approved for Ms LaFleur.

13. Training & Education: Charlotte has been talking with Diane Perry, previous chair and also with Darlene Thompson, CDFM chair to solicit their ideas.  Is the reason why not many folks apply for continuing education because they don’t want to write up an essay about what they want to get out of the course?  Right now we have awards and training lumped together in the handbook.  We need to straighten that out.  Mr Ackley stated that in the past ten years there hasn’t been much of a T&E program.  It is worthwhile to offer. Need to contact other chapters and see what they are doing.  Should we coordinate study groups for CDFM?  Hard to get into CDFM training course – there is a wait list.  Perhaps we could have groups meet for an hour after luncheons.  Charlotte will touch base with National for other suggestions.
