11. CDFM: Darlene Thompson.  Chapter used to have a civilian and military reimbursement policy for members that successfully took CDFM exams. Last administration asked committee to review policy.  The review indicated the services/agencies adequately reimbursed civilians and the VA reimbursed service members.  Therefore the policy was rescinded.  Shortly thereafter the CDFM Chair received emails explaining that VA was not reimbursing service members in certain circumstances – 1) if they graduated from a service academy and 2) if covered under VEAP.  The committee recommends we reinstate the military reimbursement policy if they are not eligible for reimbursement from VA.  Because there are variables associated with VA making reimbursement decisions, the CDFM Chair recommended military members submit a letter and documentation from the VA that states the VA will not reimburse them.  Recommend we set a low budget amount - ~$5K and distribute it on a 1st come 1st served basis until it is maxed out.  Do not have Quorum required to vote.  A recommended “reimbursement reinstatement” statement for inclusion on the Chapter website and the Newsletter will be presented for Board approval at the next meeting

12. Chapter Fair:  No report/discussion.

13. Training & Education: Charlotte Rodriguez.  Spoke with Darlene and Diane Perry regarding workshops to promote CDFM.  Considering several small (10-15 persons at each) workshops.  Has received several phone calls from interested parties.  Passed out suggestions for coming year’s program which were discussed.  Several sessions could cover a module.  Jim suggested focusing on providing training to new interns.  Charlotte will gather more details. Perhaps conduct a survey via web on what they would like to see offered.
