Committee Reports

1. CDFM:  Darlene Thompson.  

a. During August meeting we discussed reinstating military member reimbursement policy.  Drafted statement to post on website as well as in newsletter. Military member must take the lead in coordinating with VA.  There is a statement on chapter website but she is not sure where it came from – recommend it be replaced with proposed statement.  Question:  Is there a potential cost if we grandfather payments?  We should grandfather since Feb 05.  She has only received 2 requests.   3 modules x 5 people @ $95 a module.  We don’t reimburse registration fee.  Question:  Do we pay the full amount?  Army and Marine Corps reps said they thought we paid 50%.  Jerry and Darlene said we pay the full amount.    Darlene will look into it and disseminate via email for vote.  Beverly (secretary) will collect the votes.

b. Timely recognition of CDFM is important.  Recommend quarterly recognition with Chapter paying for luncheon for the person’s lunch that month.  There have been about 7 CDFMS/month.  Should a letter be sent to recipient on Chapter letterhead and email to person’ supervisor so achievement could be recognized in timely manner?  Vic stated it could be hard to track down supervisors. The DON already does this for Mr Greco to sign – is very hard to get addresses. Can’t always get address from ASMC since you don’t have to be a member to be CDFM.  Jim recommended the Chapter send a letter to the individual signed by the President and hand it to them at the luncheon.  CAPT McGuire said to go ahead and pursue the luncheon angle – is not sure how many folks would show up.  

2. Mini-PDI:  

· Deb Delmar has volunteered to chair committee.  CAPT McGuire will send out communication to all members requesting volunteers.  [email sent on 9/28]

· Welcome Mr Garcia.  Estimated revenue and expenses [see attachment].  Briefed on 1 Dec 04 as planning document.  Reviewed differences between Mr Bogle and Mr Garcia’s numbers.   

· Projected registration goal was 500 (in previous years attendance was 470/480) – this was the basis of the budget – reflected in the left column.  You can see registration vs. actual – only had 410 attendees – that is the basic reason we did not make as much money.  If we had 475 people show up we would have made the $10K that was originally projected.   Last year Army numbers were low.  Vic thought # of attendees was high – in past #s were around 300.  Thinks previous years were up because of NSPS panel.

· Mr Garcia’s #s reflect the room rental and lunch/bkfst were under budget.  Capt McGuire noted that even though we came in under budget B and lunch was $95 a day, which seems high.  Joe – this is normal.  1st speaker had death in the family and the president agreed we’d move a speaker (John Evans) from a workshop – this led to an increase in his fee.  

· If award trophies or General McCall’s gift are included in cost of PDI that could be one reason why his numbers are different than Jerry’s.  

· Reception – condition that 75% would have to be interested.  Mr Bagby approved the reception with Corp sponsoring about $1000.  It was part of the marketing effort for PDI – it brought in more corporate sponsors.  Craig - Unfortunately, 30 minutes after it started all but a handful of the govt people had left.  Didn’t think it had the pull folks had hoped for.

· Chapter would be ahead if we would get rid of credit card machine and contract out.  We pay $32.50 a month to use it – only for PDI.

· Capt acknowledged there were only 2 ways to turn this into a moneymaker – we can raise price or lower costs.  Joe and Vic stated that last year we lowered the price because National criticized us for the high cost.  Vic stated we have had trouble finding hotels to do that – they don’t want to rent to folks who don’t need hotel rooms.  We should survey the field again.  It is good to be near a metro.

· Darlene asked if we had ever considered having a joint event with Mt Vernon chapter.  Joe replied we invited them - but it was kind of late and only a few came.  In past we have run Mt Vernon’s credit card stuff thru our machine.  

· Capt requested they review difference in their numbers as soon as possible so that we can understand the costs and how to recoup the investment in the future.  Doesn’t think we can count on higher attendance.  We need to have the event by the last day of March to get credit in Chapter competition for the year.

3. Community Service:  Bunnies have been passed out.

4. Luncheons:   We need to decide when and where to have luncheons in CY 2006.  The group agreed to stay at current location and continue to have luncheon on 2nd Wednesday of month.  We will skip luncheon the month of the Mini-PDI.  Ask Millie to work with hotel to be able to have luncheons in June and July on same schedule.  Need to send email to DFAS to remind them to start work on holiday social.

5. Awards/Essay:  No report/discussion

6. Competition:  No report/discussion. Thanks for committees sending updates.  Ned actual reports from Charity functions.  Speakers – have everyone review rules regarding what we can get points for.  Community Svc.  Bunnies have been passed out.
