d) Mr Auchter here to debrief us on the audit.  His comments were:  everything is in good order and looks sound.  Carlos is facing the same challenges that Jerry faced – Jerry had fixed most of the things found in prior audit.  We need to manage out cash to ensure we get the best return on our investment.  Jerry and Carlos are doing a great job.  Vic – was audit able to resolve the differences in the amounts reported for mini-pdi and golf tournament?  Jim – he was able to match what Jerry had for both.  Income statement shows golf tournament net loss of $2704 and mini-pdi shows net profit of $866.
