Committee Reports

1) CDFM:  Darlene Thompson.  

a) Jan will be the first month the CDFM recognition program will be implemented.  Sent letters to 6 folks.  CAPT will recognize them in general remarks before speaker and a photo will be taken.

b) National is providing a free session for CDFM training.  WE need 20 people – shouldn’t be a problem.  Need to decide which module to have taught.  Will be an 8 hour day – attendees have to take test within a month – they need to bring book.  Looking at After April timeframe.

c) Another audio conference was scheduled for February – topic NSPS – may be put on hold – CAPT McGuire will figure it out.
2) Mini-PDI:  Deb Delmar.  

a) Did comparison of last years Mini-PDI to this years proposed budget.  Main question is forecast of 500 attendees.  The committee has projected this higher number since we have 6 chapters participating – (Quantico, Ft Meade, Mt Vernon, NRO, DC, and Potomac).  The biggest challenge we will have in making profit will be meeting attendance goal.

b) Vic asked if they had determined the split of the profit between chapters.  John Raines is preparing algorithm.  Need to make sure it reflects DC chapter being reimbursed for making the deposit.  Deb explained they thought they would use $ for regional scholarships and charities – has been done in past with other chapters and AGA/ASMC and it has worked well.  Could be a way to address small #s of scholarship applications in the past.  Discussion followed – chapters would need to vote on it.  For this year we need to stick with the original plan of each chapter doing their own scholarships/charities.  Mini-PDI is fundraiser for each.  Need to come up with algorithm based on # of participants and level of participation on planning committee.

c) Key assumptions budget is based on:

i) 500 attendees – Capacity is 600.  

ii) Website will provide online registration and billing

iii) Use same conference fee as last year - $170 members and $195 non-members

iv) No speaker fees or reception

v) Higher degree of Corporate sponsorship – checking with ASMC general counsel

vi) Volunteers must pay for their conf fee and luncheon

vii) Budget for lunch is for 520 – the extra 20 is for 1 lunch per exhibit booth.

viii) We are not tax exempt

d) Hope to have sponsorships locked down by next meeting

e) Continuing to work issue of online billing for registration fee.

f) If attendance and corporate support falls short – will other chapters share the loss?????

3) Community Service: Amy Anda 

a) Good participation in Toys for Tots and Food drive for Capital Area Food Bank.  Thank you notes will be mailed out by Friday.
