1) CDFM:  Darlene Thompson.  

a) 2 people were recognized at January luncheon.  Getting list from Ednora for Feb luncheon.

b) Audio conference scheduled for next week – topic NSPS – may be put on hold.

2) Mini-PDI:  Deb Delmar.  

a) Plans are solidifying nicely.  Break out workshops are lined up – speakers vs 2 panels in morning.  Then LTGEN Date will close program up (Deputy at TRANSCOM) then we will do awards and raffles.

b) Website is up for registration and online billing with paypal is working

c) Big issue is pushing attendance and registration.

d) Vic sent out email notices.  Mary Kay and Beth McGrath are going out to leadership with flyers to recruit folks.

e) Tom and Deb doing video to encourage attendance – ready by next week.

f) Corp sponsorship at ~50% of goal of having $44K committed to (currently at $23K).  

g) Next week they will be finalizing bottom threshold attendance numbers – meal data due by the 9th/10th of Feb.

h) Discussion on Division of Proceeds 

i) The algorithm of how to split the funding is based only on the number of attendees – too hard to take into consideration how much work each chapter did to organize the event.

ii) Scholarships – each chapter doing their own thing.  

iii) Charity funding will be managed centrally – working to designate a recipient organization.  ASMC legal says it is legal to give big chunks to charity.  The board discussed and agreed that if we are talking about speakers’ charities that is not a problem.  If we are talking about another lump of proceeds – that was not purpose of Mini-PDI.  Recommendation and Decision – as discussed last month - any proceeds should be handed over to the chapters to be distributed as they wish.  Speakers fees go to mini-pdi charity of choice.

4) Luncheons:   Millie Thompson.

a) Use of credit card for luncheon fees?  Jerry tried that and ended up spending a lot of time making phone calls to enter the charges.  Do not recommend trying that again.   Tory Weaver made a motion to not accept credit card payments for luncheons – too complicated.  All voted yes – motion passed.  

b) Carlos said he would transfer things into Penfed Credit Union and wait and see how using paypal goes for mini-pdi.  Follow up in April Meeting.  He will close out the credit card account to avoid paying for the service.  Then he will close out the Bank of America accounts after Mini-pdi.

5) Awards:  Dan – for 4 team and 7 individual awards.  Waiting for mail to see if more come in.  He will have a virtual board (will need 4/5 volunteers – service secretaries were asked to drum up help) to meet in a few weeks.  Will send out a follow up email.  Awards will be presented at mini-pdi.

6) Competition:  Venicezia – so far we have 6375 points.  Last year we submitted ~10K points – although not all were awarded.  Hopes we get close to that.  Still needs to add in a couple of newsletters.  Publicity points come from newspaper/magazine articles and radio station ads.  Send he copies with dates and times.  Community service needs to meet with Amy to get details – max there is 250 points (5 projects at 20 hours each. Newsletter reps – please review guidelines – there at 6 categories that should be discussed in each newsletter – we have to cover at  leats 5.  Cutoff for competition is 31 March.  

7) Membership:  No report/discussion.

9) Programs & Publicity:  VACANT.  Need volunteer.

10) Scholarship:  No report/discussion.

11) Webmaster:  Vic Ackley.   Plan to send out next report in a day or two.
