2) Secretary’s Report and Previous Meeting’s Minutes:

a) CAPT McGuire was unable to attend – at hearing on the hill today.  Asked me to chair meeting

b) The March Board Meeting minutes were presented and approved. 

c) Discussion of need to convene nominating committee.  Result was that each service VP should recruit for VPs.  No need for committee.  Right now – I am aware of Corporate, Navy, Marine Corps, and Army that will be vacant.  I have a call into Mr Cottingham/LT Hart (CG).  Mr Keith Hicks will run again for Air Force and Mr Benefiel will run again for DFAS (that was not his picture on the roster – it has been deleted). OSD is TBD.

d) Discussion of supporting PDI in Orlando in 2008.  Vic gave us a heads up that National was going to ask if we would help coordinate the event.  A year (or so) ago CAPT Asseng asked the Washington Board if we would be interested in assisting and we said yes.  Discussion today focused on why National would come to us since there are several chapters in Florida that could do the work - and the logistical challenge of coordinating an event from a long distance.  When our chapter assisted with the Philadelphia PDI years ago it was quite a challenge.  General consensus is that if this chapter were going to assist – we would have to be able to select the area/effort we wanted to support.  No decision is required today.

1) CDFM:

b) Had an after action meeting to document lessons learned, etc.  working to streamline process for next year by documenting checklists, etc.

c) Would like to know what to do about next year – if we are going to hold event again in same place we should make reservations soon so we can get a good date.

d) Board voted to hold Mini-PDI again next year.  Deb will research and provide date proposals at the next meeting.
e) Mike had trouble with survey – so did Beth – Deb will look into that.

3) Community Service: No report/discussion.

6) Competition:  V. Critton.  Report due to National this Monday – will mail it tomorrow.  Think we will keep our 5-star status.  Hope to get an award for Community Service.  Thank everyone for all of your hard work.

7) Membership:  CAPT Asseng is retiring – need a new chair next year.

8) Photographer:  No report/discussion.

9) Programs & Publicity:  No report/discussion. 

10) Scholarship:  

a) Discussion regarding whether Marketing should be considered part of the business administration major – it is currently not specified as an area of study on the scoring worksheet.   The current published scholarship criteria is "must be entering a field of study related to financial operations;..."  Some felt considering Marketing as a major would mean changing the criteria after the fact.  Others felt Marketing fell under Business Administration so it would not mean changing criteria.  The majority ruled that marketing does not fall within the field of financial operations.   7 votes yes – 9 votes no.

b) Discussion regarding whether an applicant that is ranked high enough for an ASMC scholarship should be awarded one if he/she has such high grades they will probably get other scholarships – and they would not directly benefit from the ASMC scholarship.   Consensus was that we should grant those candidates the scholarships on a conditional basis – and if they end up turning it down because they do not need it – we will have three alternates identified and then award it to one of them.  We should still recognize their achievements by inviting them to the luncheon and embrace them as potential govt financial management employees. The Committee Chair needs to work out details regarding how to manage the scholarships that are not accepted if other scholarships are received thereby negating the need for one from ASMC (for ex:  need to provide an accept by when date) and how to award them to the alternates.
11) Webmaster:  Vic Ackley.   See Attached.

12) Chapter Fair:  Not much to report.  No meetings yet – waiting to hear from SD chapter.  They haven’t awarded the contract for booths/games.  Do not need to decorate.  Each chapter responsible for choosing game and providing prizes.  Instead of the each chapter collecting funds – SD will collect the $ for tickets, then the chapters will turn the tickets in for cash.  Encouraging folks to dress up to go along with the theme (think it is beach boardwalk).  Not encouraging raffles – but you can have one.  There are guidelines since there are strict laws in San Diego governing raffles.    Brenda wants to see how many people volunteer to work the booth before she takes on a raffle.  In the past they have been a lot of work without much benefit.  Chapters can have side tables with their banners, etc. on display.
