2) President’s Comments:  Ms. Woods began the meeting by welcoming Mr. Bucher, who attended as representative for the new DIA sub-chapter.  She also took a few minutes to review the survey feedback from the first Pentagon Conference Center (PCC) pilot—in a nutshell, the results were notably mixed as might have been expected.  [Appeared many from the Pentagon (with possibly higher attendance than normal) were highly favorable, while many who had to commute and get through the PCC security were more unsatisfied.]  Finally, in the interest of saving time for a busy agenda, Ms. Woods decided to table the plan to introduce a “Speed Mentoring” event idea until another meeting.

3) Secretary and Treasurer Reports:  Mr. Moul discussed the minutes from July, August, and September: all were approved by the board.  He requested everyone to let him know if they have agenda items, notably decision issues.  He also mentioned the difficulty of tracking items for the meeting minutes, if speakers deviate fron the planned agenda.  Ms. Cann explained the financial reports through September are posted on-line:  all were approved by the board.  She indicated moving significant funds from checking to savings, to make more interest on idle funds.  Based on the board approval, funds will be allocated for the CDFM awardee luncheons.  Ms. CAnn is still working to resolve issues of on-line service costs – the one-time costs were paid in earlier years, need to check monthly fees.  Ms. Woods requested the Treasurer reports be sent out with the planned meeting agenda each month.

4) Service VPs & Secretaries:  


A) OSD:  Ms. L. Williams said the bill, for 95 attendees at the August luncheon, has been settled with the Embassy Suites.


B) Army:  Ms. J. Williams mentioned the flyer for the October luncheon was previously distributed, and they are working to complete the newsletter for the 17 October luncheon.


C) Navy:  Ms. Veit said they are waiting on electronic copy of membership list, to really be able to update the roles.  In discussion which ensued, all organizational VPs/Asst Secs were directed to contact Mr. Silcox, the Membership Chair.


D) USMC:   In compliance with last board meeting direction, Ms. Ragan presented the proposed menu and estimate for the Holiday Social.  The board approved proposed menu, but requested addition of spinach filo and/or other vegetables.  Per Ms. Ragan’s request, the board directed all service VPs to have their VIP lists completed (with addresses) and provided not later than next board meeting.  The board approved the purchase of card stock for the production of announcements.


E) Air Force:  Ms. Anthony said they will have a flyer (for 27 November speaker, at Pentagon Conference Center) ready by the October luncheon.


F) Corporate:  Ms. Delmar said we have collected all receivables from golf tournament.  Two companies are thinking of putting advertisements in the newsletter (generating additional revenue for the chapter).  The plan is to present some corporate sponsor plaques at the October luncheon-will get with Ms. Cann to ensure enough are brought to the luncheon.  The corporate members are already working hard on the raffle for Holiday Social.


G) DFAS, USCG, and DIA:  These organizations had no specific reports, although Mr. Bucher did say DIA is looking forward to participating.

5) Committee Reports:

A) Audit:  Mr. Erath presented two options for the board to decide on, in moving forward (as the previous auditor cannot continue).  The first option was engaging Mr. Rich Ireman, a member who is also a CPA, to accomplish the audit gratis.  [Mr. Ireman apparently had suggested any money allocated for audits might be diverted to the scholarship funds, but the board shelved that idea.]  In addition, another member, Mr. Mike Walsh from the Corps of Engineers, indicated he could help.  The second option was contracting with an outside CPA company [Tate & Trion was mentioned as a possibility].  The board approved the first option.  Mr. Erath also indicated 2/3 of the audit committee is in place.

B) Awards/Essays:  Mr. Hicks wanted to give everyone a reminder that nomination packages for outstanding performers will be due in February.

C) CDFM:  Mr. Ebiala indicated a desire to start presenting awards to members who have passed the exam.  Upon board direction, he will estimate the number of awardee and will coordinate with the Treasurer (to allocate funds to pay for lunches).  Mr. Ebiala was also requested to send lists of those receiving award to the luncheon sponsor(s).  Mr. Ebiala also noted he has published the exam dates.

D) Chapter Fair:  Outcome of vote to National Office, and their final decision on option.
Do we eliminate this position, or modify to be national PDI committee?  Entire issue tabled.


E) Community Service:  On behalf of Ms. Anda, Ms. Woods reminded everyone of the USO stuffing event 20 October.

F) Competition:  Ms. Critton highlighted that we could certainly use more writing points (for articles in the Comptroller magazine), as the chapter gets credit.  If not asked, authors need to make sure national office knows chapter affiliation.


G) Luncheons:  Although on the agenda, Pentagon Conference Center (PCC) food options were not discussed.  Most of the discussion focused on how Ms. Thompson should approach negotiations with the Holiday Inn.  The board directed Ms. Thompson to go ahead and lock in January through June 2008 (except for March due to the Mini-PDI) here.  The board wants to ask the Holiday Inn to hold dates, if possible, for the rest of 2008; but not commit until after results from the November PCC event can be assessed.  Ms. Thompson agreed to set up a rotation schedule for manning the registration table at luncheons.

H) Membership:  Ms. Woods took action to check with Mr. Silcox to see if we can get better status of membership lists.  Everyone agreed on the need for electronic copies, as the hard copies are too burdensome.

I) Mini-PDI:  The agenda item to discuss and approve the mini-PDI theme and agenda was tabled to next month.  Nevertheless, Ms. Delmar wanted to highlight several key issues:  a)  Encourage members to take on open leadership roles; b)  The website is planned to open up in December; and c)  Planning meetings will be bi-weekly, then weekly as the event approaches.  Ms. Delmar identified a need to modify software to handle group registration—the board approved the use of funds for this need.

J) Photography:  No report.  Still lacking photos on website.

K) Publicity:  Ms. Woods expressed a desire to ensure the publicity committee work closely with luncheon groups for standardization and quality control of newsletters.


L) Scholarship:  Ms. Veit reminded the board of the previous year’s decision to phase in 4-year scholarships.  The energetic discussion focused, primarily on the potential budget implications (may fluctuate,  up to $12,000, may need to increase in future years).  [Reminder:  eventual goal to award three 4-year scholarships each year, although 1-year scholarships could be used as well if previous awardees drop out of the program.  Maximum 10 scholarships outstanding in any year, with potential of up to 3 continuing from (each) previous year(s).]  Ms. Veit said the letter was sent out.  The committee wants to change award criteria to remove financial need statement, as this has become unverifiable anyway.  [There was some discussion of the potential for verification, but this discussion was shelved.]  The board approved, in principle, the proposal to modify criteria; but wants more thorough explanation when the wording is worked out.


M) Training & Education:  No report.  But, Ms. Woods said she would look into an Audio Conference on Fiscal Law, which came up in discussion.  (There apparently is some cost involved.)


N) Web Master:  Need update of corporate POCs and logos.  Please get bios in.

6) Executive Board and Committee Chair changes:  Completing the leadership slate, Ms. Crum has been nominated and accepted as the USMC VP, and (in brand new positions) Mr. Fasching and Mr. Bucher are the our DIA sub-chapter VP and Assistant Secretary, respectively. 


7) Adjournment:  Next meeting will be November 7th, same time (1130), same place (4D132).
