2) Ms. Woods discussed the results of the second survey of the Pentagon Conference Center PCC) pilot.  Generally, it appeared the results were similar to the first pilot—many Pentagon respondents liked the venue, while those located elsewhere were not as thrilled.  Given those results, Ms. Woods proposed abandoning the PCC for 2008.  But as attendance was limited, she decided to query the board via email to make the final decision.  NOTE:  Per the results to the email request post board meeting, the board consensus agreed to move ahead to contract with the Holiday Inn for all of 2008.
3) November board minutes and financial report were approved.

4) There was some discussion about the Holiday Social (next evening), particularly about volunteers for the cash bar and VIP intros.  Both issues were determined to be well under control, although there was some (continued) frustration that VIP lists weren’t provided with enough notice.  Also noted was issue about seating at VIP table historically always confusing.


5) Service VPs & Secretaries:  


A) Navy needs to get with Ms. Thompson to select the date for the January luncheon, as she has temporarily reserved both the 9th and 16th.  In addition, strong recommendation was made to complete the newsletter in time to have available at the Holiday Social.


6) Committee Reports:

A) Ms. Woods mentioned her understanding the audit status, although still a concern had moved forward with the identification of an auditor.  The identified auditor apparently has noted a need to get more records from the prior auditor.  Deadline for completion is March.


B) Ms. Thompson took an action to update the luncheon schedule to incorporate DIA as a sponsor.

C) Membership status reporting, based on national lists, still a concern—e.g., no DIA members reflected.  There was also short discussion about the need to reach out better to the chapter membership (showing over 3000 members on national list), for participation, volunteers, etc.

D) Ms. Delmar indicated planning for the Mini-PDI is on track.  Registration website due to be operational shortly.  Committee is working to determine key speakers.  There was no update to the action taken by Service Secretaries at November’s meeting, to investigate interest from their senior leaders in participating in the Speed Mentoring.


E) Mr. Ackley noted that short bios are still missing for several board members.
