2) Holiday Inn contract status—Board discussed whether to hold or cancel May or June luncheon due to National PDI.   Decision was to hold both May and June.  Ranae took action to contact Millie to schedule for both months and get new luncheon rotation schedule (to include DIA) by end of January.  Ranae took action to confirm with Joe or Steve about DIA taking April, because Army preferred to have DIA take April since Army doesn’t currently have an Asst Sec to help with workload.  Ranae agreed to follow up with DIA and find out what would work.


3) DIA sub-chapter--Keith mentioned Ranae should also ask DIA folks sign up for chapter announcements from the website.  According to latest webmaster’s report, there are only three DIA people who currently receive it.  Board would like to status of their activities to date.


4) January luncheon—Status?  Newsletter?  Navy has responsibility, but neither Bev nor Veronica were present, so Ranae will call for an update.  Bev sent an email indicating luncheon on track, but didn’t mention newsletter.  Action—need secretaries to send out request for newsletter articles.


5) Speed Mentoring—Officers reported status of previous action to investigate interest from their senior leaders in participating.  There hasn’t been any feedback from Service VPs yet—unsure whether Amy received any response.  Ranae will resend the email describing speed mentoring, and ask VPs to get back to Amy by the end of January.  Deb needs to know soon whether speed mentoring is a go—need to make room arrangements, etc., for mini-PDI.

6) Mini-PDI Status—Already having weekly conference calls, will continue through January and then go twice weekly.  Three-quarters of last year’s corporate members re-upped for this year’s PDI—now selling remaining slots to any corporate member.  Majority of afternoon breakout sessions set up.  Mr. England won’t be the keynote speaker—Deb is trying to get Ms. Jonas.  Trying to get a uniformed speaker for the lunchtime speaker.

7) Scholarship and Awards—Volunteers are needed for both scholarship application and awards committees—need secretaries to send out request for volunteers.  Deb Cann mentioned scholarship applications are starting to come in and will get them to Bev.

8) Audit—The planned auditor had to back out.  Mark suggested we contact a small auditing firm to handle the task.  He had some in mind from previous solicitation of membership for firm recommendations.  Deb Delmar suggested we also ask some of the small accounting firms that are corporate members to submit a bid.  Deb will email Mark a list and he’ll make the calls to solicit the bids to present to the board.  Reminded that audit is due to National in April.


9) Webmaster—Vic also needs a copy of the corporate member list to update the website.  He also reminded board he still needs several pictures and bios.

10)  Treasure--Deb Cann got the invoice from the Holiday Social, with concurrence from the Board, will get with Myra to determine whether it should be completely paid.  Deb also has five corporate membership plaques which she will pass to Deb Delmar.  [There was some discussion Calibre and a plaque—Deb Delmar will hold off until the issue is resolved.]

11)  Army VP Col Cherry is transitioning to retirement in June—he’s canvassing for a new VP and Asst Sec.

12)  Trophy—Still no resolution on the trophy case or the box of trophies—Keith is working.

13)  Luncheons/Corporate—reminder Corporate has February luncheon—they are working.


14)  OSD—Carol Phillips, VP, is stepping down.  Waiting confirmation from replacement and will name in email if individual agrees to take over.


15)  Ranae indicated she will be unavailable for National PDI and June luncheon—will find someone to cover.
