2) President’s Comments: 
Projected Executive Board schedule till end of the year, location will be Pentagon Room 4D159:

· 5 Mar (key focus:  Audit completion; Competition package status; Election ballot distribution/collection; Treasurer’s status against original spend plan and updated spend plan)
· 2 Apr (key focus:  Chapter events for National PDI (basket, competition status, etc.))

· 7 May (key focus:  Chapter events for National PDI (basket, competition status, etc.))

· 4 Jun (key focus:  Election results and transition)


Recent Board Decision Summary—per past few months of meetings and emails
· For 2008, we will hold luncheons monthly except for March and December

· Luncheons will be held at Holiday Inn, preferably third Weds of the month when available

· DIA wants to do Luncheon in May; Army notified they will have April; Millie notified of DIA choice and preparing a new rotation schedule to include DIA for May.  Need to move Corporate away from other major functions (e.g., mini-PDI, golf outing, etc.)
· Millie will work a rotation schedule for Asst Sec to collect registration/money at each luncheon (half will work each luncheon, plus the sponsor Asst Sec, corporate may choose to collect at all if they wish since they usually have a large number of attendees)
· Vote on hiring auditor—approved McGinty and Associates for $1900 (22 yes, 0 no, 8 abstained)

· Vote on organizing and paying for phone line to National’s ASMC CDFM Module Training—Approved (19 yes, 0 no, 11 abstained)

Need Board vote to expend money for additional National sponsored audio training modules—voote yes or no to allow up to $400 at president’s discretion through June for these type of events.  Allows me to approve without having to send an email to you all for a vote on each one.  For example, Keith Buchholz is organizing a location and registration next offering for:

This year ASMC again plans a series of three audio conferences—one for each military department—describing the departments’ FY09 budget requests and any associated supplemental as well as FY08 issues.  The conferences will be live and interactive and will qualify for CPE credits.  The dates and speakers are as follows:
