2) President’s Comments:  Noted this would be a short meeting, as the focus on the status of the mini-PDI is on track—and still encouraging as much participation as possible.  Looking forward to exhilarating conference tomorrow.
3) Secretary and Treasurer Reports:  Board approved of February minutes and financial report.  Note was made of need for Secretary to double-check bylaws for election requirements.

4) Service VPs & Secretaries:  


Army:  Col noted Ms. Lillian Jones has been identified as a replacement for Army Assistant Secretary, assuming the board approves—board approved.  Also noted planning for April luncheon is well under way, although still looking for another article and information about community service activities for the newsletter.


5) Committee Reports:

A) Audit:  Received draft audit report.  Note was made that auditor was looking for information about tax-exempt status of the chapter—not yet resolved.  Haven’t filed taxes, form 990/1090.
