2) President’s Comments:  Ms. Woods was particularly interested in status of several committees included herein.  In addition, she indicated we need to find a volunteer or volunteers to embark on a update or rewrite to the constitution and by-laws.  [This resulted in discussion about the possibility to update the continuity information for positions on the website—although not necessarily required, this information can be very helpful to incoming board members.]
3) Treasurer:  Board approved of March financial report.  Review was made of report Ms. Cann created which compared the original spend plan versus an updated spend plan, including a discussion of ideas for spending additional funds.  [There was some concern the chapter has been accumulating enough assets that someone (e.g., IRS) may question the non-profit motive of the organization.]  A decision was made to come up with realistic ideas, consistent with the constitution and by-laws, to use more funds for worthy purposes.

4) Secretary:  Mr. Moul noted the election requirements call for the election to be held at this month’s luncheon.  As long as we have candidates, he indicated he would have the ballot ready to go:  the only problem is that several organizations do not have, to date, any candidates.  The service VPs and Assistant Secretaries present all indicated they would redouble efforts to find qualified candidates.  [Mr. Moul agreed to continue pushing the service VPs for candidates—right up to the April luncheon if necessary.]  Request was also made to ensure a short bio would be highly useful for the voting, in addition to just names.  After the luncheon, Justin will count the votes (with verification by Ms. Cann), and report the results at the May board meeting.

5) Service VPs & Secretaries:  


A) Army:  Col Cherry said everything is ready for the luncheon, except for the flyer for the May luncheon which he’s expecting to get from the DIA anytime.  There was some question about the status of the newsletter, but Byron indicated he shouldn’t have significant trouble pulling together.


B) DIA:  Mr. Bucher said they are finalizing the speaker for the May luncheon.

6) Committee Reports:

A) Audit:  The audit report pointed out a potentially significant problem with the tax-exempt status of the chapter.  The auditor found that we had not filed taxes in the past few years and that we did not have records of filing for tax exempt status.  Though we are a non-profit, we still have to file tax returns because of our high level of revenue. .  This issue, apparently arose several years ago, when the chapter almost had to pay penalties for failure to file tax returns on time.  The chapter requested a waiver from the fines and did not have to pay.  The past few chapter administrations seem to have consistently thought the tax-exempt status of the National extended to the chapters, when it actually doesn’t.  Thus, it was determined, and the board agreed for the necessity to fix our tax status, file back returns, and figure out if any IRS penalties would need to be paid.  Ms Woods said she would work with the audit committee and treasurer to figure out a way ahead.  A vote may be requested via e-mail to hire a firm to help us with the tax requirements.  

B) CDFM:  Reminder was made of the upcoming training on 30 April, and encouraging participation.

C) PDI Silent Auction (formerly Chapter Fair):  Mr. Ramni Abdul-Jalaal was introduced by Ms. Woods as willing to take over as the new committee chairman.  The board enthusiastically endorsed the appointment.  Mr. Abdul-Jalaal indicated he has already started working to finalize the purchase of the coin holder previously authorized by the board.  It was explained that the basket discussed previously was to contain a set from the treasurer for 60th anniversary coins (1948), Pentagon related coins, and the coin holder.  He said he would research the costs and get back to us.  It was reminded that his budget was $250 so if he could do within that he could proceed.


D) Competition:  Ms. Critton indicated the chapter is now on track to get the required paperwork in on time for the competition, particularly now that the audit report (the only outstanding issue) is complete. .  Still needed community service information.

E) Luncheons:  The revised luncheon schedule, to include DIA in May, is on the website.

F) Membership:  Nothing new to report since last meeting.

G) Mini-PDI:  Due to illness, Ms. Del Mar’s outbrief has been delayed to the May board meeting.
H) Scholarship:  There was some discussion, although no clear decision, about whether to have the scholarship selectees attend the June meeting [possibly long luncheon with speaker and new board member installation] or sometime later.  A decision was tabled until the committee could discuss with the individuals to determine their availability.

I) Training & Education:  Other than CDFM training, nothing to report.


J) Web Master:  Noted several items updated on website (e.g., revised phone numbers), while some items (e.g., March board minutes) still needed.

7)  Executive Board and Committee Chair changes:  Mr. Ramni Abdul-Jalaal appointed as new chair for PDI Silent Auction (formerly Chapter Fair) Committee.


8) Adjournment:  Next meeting will be May 7th, same time (1130), same place (4D159).
