2) President’s Comments: 
a. June Lunch Agenda:

1. Swear-in of new members –Mr. Hale
2. Farewell to departing members – Ms. Del Mar
3. Scholarship Awards – Ms. Veit
4. Acknowledge new CDFMers – Mr. Ebiala
b. Use of mission income.  Top vote-getters were 1)  Increase scholarship, 2)  Luncheon advertising, and 3)  Purchase continuing education classes.  Topic was tabled to next year’s board to decide, as discussion highlighted unsure implications of tax issue and the already approved path to potentially higher funding needed for scholarships.

3) Secretary and Treasurer Reports:  March and April minutes and April financial report were approved.  Report on election voting outcome (see extra page)—Mr. Moul took action send congratulation letters.  Discuss funding for audio conferences (total of four) and paying to get prior tax returns ($39 each)—all approved.  Ms. Cann mentioned the budget-versus-actual report shows things basically on track, but did note National reissued dues checks to the chapter from 2006 which were uncashed.

4) Service VPs & Secretaries:  


A) OSD:  Noted responsibility for July luncheon.


B) USMC:  Introduced next year’s president, Colonel Fuhrer, and mentioned work is in progress to find Secretary and Treasurer.

C) Corporate:  Golf tournament planning underway for 16 July event: flyers coming out, will have same format at Ft. Belvoir as last year, already getting positive feedback from sponsors and golfers, using $200 for deposit (previously approved), same registration provider as for mini-PDI.
D) DIA:  Preparation status for luncheon on 21st.  Ms. Woods indicated she had talked with them, and they are on track.  Mr. Moul took action to contact Mr. Bucher (Karen Thornton already working issue) to ensure guest introduction will be covered, and, Mr. Moul was designated to make announcements.

5) Committee Reports:

A) Audit:  There was a short discussion/primer on non-profit taxation :  key point was to get returns filed quickly.  Ms. Woods asked for a decision whether to have the firm who did the audit complete the necessary tax forms at a cost of $750 per form ($3,000 total)—board approved.  Question about tax-exempt form deferred until find out whether will be necessary.  Agreement to perpetuate requirements for tax issues in the future—don’t want successor boards to have to re-figure out needs.
B) Awards/Essays:  Got certificates for out-going members.
C) CDFM:  Sixteen people at last audio conference—attendance improving, but still need better advertising.

D) PDI Silent Auction:  Mr. Ebiala said he talked to Mr. Abdul-Jalaal--everything on track, but will follow-up.  Discussed five charities chapter has worked with in the past (provided by Ms. Anda), and unanimously decided to donate proceeds to Walter Reed’s Fisher House.


E) Competition:  Haven’t heard back from National, but holding out hope for some awards (possibly for newsletter and charity).
F) Mini-PDI:  Ms. Del Mar gave a thorough out-brief, including briefing of fund status and attendance statistics.  Provision for membership on-site worked very well.  Dollar figures need to be reconciled with treasurer records, once all receivables and payables are complete (likely in June), including tag-line for speed mentoring.  Chapter allocation model may need to be altered to get other chapters to step up… and share more in the proceeds.  Next year’s mini-PDI now set for 12 March 2009—board approved, with deposit amount.  Mr. Ebiala mentioned feedback about speed mentoring—long day, mentor/mentee mix may need adjusting, positive professional event, “speed” not enforced..

G) Scholarship:  Reminder of post-scholarship bonus--$1500 after six months, and $1500 if awardees took take job with us (DoD or USCG).  Getting RSVPs for June luncheon.  Reminder, as per standing policy, chapter will pay for person plus one guest at luncheon.

H) Training & Education:  Will reinvigorate continuing education grants.  Seven people for tomorrow’s training (OSD budget conference)—need more advertising.  
I) Web Master:  Report went out via email.
