2) President’s Comments: 

      a.   Issues presented with the dial-in line for the teleconference.  Members calling in could not hear members gathered in person.   After several attempts, decision was made to disconnect and to continue meeting with members in attendance.  Members noted as T above were not part of discussions below.

         b.   Approved August minutes with corrections to clarify Competition Chair information.

3) Secretary and Treasurer Reports:  
a. New budget 


Two requests for 2007 Scholarship winners have not been disbursed to date.  Mr. Mizerak will review.
b. Ideas for spending funds 
· Projector was voted on and approved – President  (Col Fuhrer) will store in his office
· Discussion regarding subsidizing luncheons for entire membership as a means of encouraging participation
· Discussion regarding expanding Christmas social or sponsoring other social events to encourage membership – possibly on a quarterly basis
· Discussion, vote and approval of recommendation to subsidize the cost of $40.00 for Certificates for the Acquisition designation

· Discussion regarding coins – how many to purchase and what to allow for in Budget.  This raised the question as to the purpose of the coins and what will the coins be presented for.   Agreement that coins for entire membership would not be an appropriate use.  Coins may be offered to departing officers and speakers.  Mr. Ackley brought a coin that he has and was aware of the vendor who struck the coin and savings in keeping one side of the coin as already designed.  Budget for coins tentatively set at $3000.00

· Discussion regarding increase to Student Scholarships.  Point made that these scholarships were increased two years ago from a total of $10,000 to potentially $21,000 per year and this would be the first full year for that outlay

      Concurrence was to leave scholarships at the $21,000 level for the current time.     

      Treasurer will present the budget impact at next meeting.
· Suggestion was made to restart a Scholarship Award for members for continuing education.  Committee has been dormant for approximately four years.  

      Further discussion needed, no decision.

· Suggestion was made to offer a training session open to membership for the Acquisition Module. 
      Further discussion, research needed, no decision. 

· Not discussed – Tabled to next meeting -- Proceeds from the auction at PDI – previously voted on donating this to charity.  The check was received and the board should confirm that the donation will be made during the next month.

c. Treasurer reported that the potential transfer of accounts/consolidation for logistical ease was no longer an issue as logistics have been resolved
d. Audit/tax exempt status investigation – McGinty has begun the regular yearly audit and preparation of paperwork for tax exempt status for each year 2004 – 2007.
