2) President’s Comments: President will not be in attendance.  Bill Mizerak will conduct the meeting.
a. October meeting minutes approved.

3) Secretary and Treasurer Reports:  
· Update Status of two 2007 Scholarship disbursements- all scholarship recipients have been paid.  
· Projector has been purchased ($623) and was used at the October luncheon.

· At the last meeting, the board approved subsidizing the cost of certificates for the Acquisition designation.  Recommendation approved:  service VPs will collect the proof of passage of the Acquisition test (a receipt for the certificate would work) names and addresses of anyone from their service/agency interested in reimbursement and forward to the Treasurer.  He will then reimburse those members via check.  This is effective as of the October board meeting.  
· The order for 500 coins has been placed with the vendor.  It should take about 4 weeks to get them in.  Cynthia would like the coins she volunteered as models back when possible.
· Update on plaques – Vic mentioned that the National website has a vendor used for plaques.  Work in progress (Love).
· Update on PDI Auction proceeds – Previously voted to donate this to charity.  Check was received -- Confirm that the donation has been made.  Bill Mizerak issued the check.
· Discuss Member Continuing Education scholarship –Love emailed the training and education committee chair asking Keith to investigate.

· Status on Audit and tax exempt status – report from the Treasurer.  The Board is following the auditor’s advice to retain an attorney to handle the tax exempt status issue.  A phoncon was held Friday, Nov 7th with McGinty on this issue.  All back taxes have now been filed.
· Last year’s golf tournament proceeds may not have been split properly with AGA.  Bill Mizerak is looking into this and will figure out whether or not they should receive additional funds.

· Bill met with Amy Anda and found that we have a Point of Sale (POS) credit card reader.  The board did not believe it would be useful to use this at the luncheons because a phone line isn’t available in the space used for sign in and payment at the luncheons.  However, online payment may be something we can explore for the luncheons.  Bill will investigate.

If one-year pilot was successful, constitution/by-laws for Washington Chapter would be changed and a vote of the membership would be required to make the DIA sub-chapter a permanent part of the Washington Chapter.  Love contacted the listed DIA rep from the website and was redirected to Mr. Stephen Bucher [Stephen.bucher@dia.mil]. He believes that DIA already has attained sub-chapter status and told me that DIA hosted a luncheon last spring.  They are unaware of any paperwork that needs to be completed with National.  Upon return of the current President, recommend a meeting be held between him and the previous President to discuss this matter and figure out what paperwork needs to be filed with National.  Vic commented that they can be included but our bylaws have to be rewritten to reflect the change.  Fuhrer will investigate.  We will include DIA on the luncheon rotation for 2009.
