3) Secretary and Treasurer Reports:  
· Status on Audit and tax exempt status:  Attorney Rick Monk asked the members on the line and present at the meeting several questions to try to finish his research into what our tax status should actually be.  He told the group that no documentation was ever filed since the chapter was established in 1978 to make us a 501C3 organization.  The form to file for that status, a 1023, has not been found by the IRS.  We are not listed in publication 78, the IRS list of organizations that fall under the 501C3 status.  He asked if our members declare the money donated to the chapter as charitable income, which no one thought actually occurred since people do not make donations per se to the chapter.  We listed for him the charitable contributions the chapter makes on behalf of its members.  Monk suggested that we may be more appropriately categorized as a 501C6, which is a business league.  He continues his research and will advice the chapter once he reaches a conclusion.
