a. November meeting minutes were approved.  
b. Holiday event – more than 90 people RSVP’d.  The Army Navy Country Club is all set.  Mr. McDermott requested volunteers to man the check in desk notify Jacque Kelley.  The schedule for volunteers will be half hour increments.  Amy Anda has confirmed she will be there for the Toys for Tots contribution pick up.  Deb Delmar worked the raffle items from Corporate successfully as well.

B) DFAS:  The Holiday Social budget was increased due to costs.  The ANCC also made adjustments to their prices so we weren’t bearing a large increase.  Discussion was held around whether we should continue to hold the Holiday Social and if we do, should there be an adjustment to the amount people are expected to pay.  Entertainment is included as this is a networking event.  There are $1000 sunk costs for the ANCC which is in a central location although other locations could be looked at.  Sec 501c talks to undue benefits to leadership of a non-profit.  Mr. McDermott asked for Mark Keely’s input on this issue and the charitable contributions.  Mark’s interpretation is that bottom line is the chapter can spend money on us as long as it’s open to the public and no one is claiming $5 for tax purposes.  What is a prudent amount to spend on ourselves?  The accountant at McGinty believes this is “prudent” and suggested a disclaimer on not-deducting the party fee on taxes.  Scholarships were also discussed since we spend the same on both the scholarship program and the party.  All agreed to not address the tax issue with a disclaimer.  Discussion around charging more or spending less.  More was invested in the location three years ago and the location was no better than the ANCC.  Should dinner be served vice hors du vors?  Costs are inflated if the activity is not a member of the venue chosen.  Holiday season increases the price as well.  No one is opposed to the event.  The issue is the amount spent for the social.  Mr. McDermott asked that we formally discuss this with the people in the chapter and have a responsible group come back with proposals for the next year.  The room for the venue must be reserved in Jan-Feb timeframe.  Motion by Lillian, Myra, Capt Rodriquez, and Millie to establish a committee to set up next years social keeping in mind the corporate partners.  Jacque will provide “lessons learned” from this year.  Discussion item for January board meeting.  Sam also brought up the charitable contributions.  Mr. McDermott will contact Amy Anda to see if she can make herself available for the January meeting to discuss.
