2) President’s Comments: 
a. February meeting minutes were approved with request to modify to remove DFAS, OSD and DIA as separate entities and make them DoD.  These minutes reflect those changes. Mr. McDermott will contact existing VPs to see they want to continue on or solicit for a replacement and work with the Coast Guard for the executive positions.  We need to poll committee chairs to see if they will continue on or request replacements.  Also need to advise general membership of the elections and see if any of them are interested in serving.  The job descriptions are in the handbook which everyone needs to assist with updating.  Ballots will be provided at the April luncheon and winners will be announced at the May luncheon.  ADDED:  Ballots will provide the sitting VP name if they have agreed to continue on as well as a write in line for any names to be written in for vote.  This is in accordance with our constitution, Article 5, sec 3, which states: The Chapter Secretary shall prepare a ballot for submission to the general membership. The ballot shall provide space for additional nominations from the General membership. Nominees receiving a plurality of votes of the Chapter membership shall be elected.
