2) Presidents Comments:
a) May meeting minutes were approved.
b) Mr. McDermott spoke to the PDI stating he was impressed by the quick turnaround National accomplished moving from Nashville to Orlando.  The PDI went very well with around 300 attendees from the Washington Chapter.  We maintained 5 Star status and were awarded the Membership Award.  Also expressed congratulations to Deb DelMar for her receipt of the Corporate Award.  Next year, the PDI will be held in Minneapolis by the Twin Cities chapter which is small.  The Cleveland chapter is supporting the PDI and if anyone is interested in assisting as well, contact Mr. McDermott and he will make sure the information is communicated to the Cleveland chapter President.
c) Dr. Jamie Morin, Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Financial Management and Comptroller, is the speaker for Monday’s luncheon.  Additionally, scholarships will be awarded so there will be conceivably 75 people at this luncheon.  Dr. Morin will speak first and Mr. McDermott will finish with the scholarship awards.  
d) Mr. McDermott spoke to Marty Rajik about Coast Guard officers for new board.  Coast Guard is tied up with responding to the oil spill in the Gulf and has not named new officers as of yet..  Mr. McDermott offered current DFAS officers continue on and we as a group evaluate our options..  He also suggested Lillian begin looking to the Army as to next set of officers, specifically the President Elect as that person should be identified and ready to step into that role by December according to the changes made to the Constitution.  If the Coast Guard is not prepared to assume the board positions when the disaster is under control, we may need the Army to assume those positions a year early, potentially.  We will look at this again when we convene the July board meeting.
e) The July luncheon will include the installation of the newly elected officers.  The Marine Corps VP, Raquel Escribano, is currently out of country until late summer.  The Navy’s new VP, Denise Sampson will be only person sworn in as a new officer although Vic stated it is in the Constitution that all those officer reelected are supposed to be sworn in as well.  He did state Mr. McDermott can forgo the official swearing in for return officers and make it blanket.  
f) Charitable contribution voting was all over the board so Mr. McDermott and Sam tallied the results up.  They focused on those organizations with a mission that partners with DoD.  Food bank was the outlier and was removed from consideration based on the fact we donated food at the Holiday Social.  The final tally and suggested distribution is Cause $4,000; Fisher House $2,000; USO $1,000; Wounded Warriors $4,000; Pentagon Memorial $2,000.  Mr. McDermott requested approval, all approved and Sam will distribute funds accordingly.
