Nelson E. Toye


Mr. Nelson Toye serves as the Deputy Chief Financial Officer for the Department of Defense and is the principal advisor to the Under Secretary of Defense (Comptroller)/Chief Financial Officer on a broad range of financial management issues.  Mr. Toye’s responsibilities include developing, interpreting, overseeing, and promulgating Defense-wide finance, accounting, and general financial management policies; promoting and facilitating improvements in finance, accounting, and general financial management processes and systems; directing the preparation and submission of audited financial statements; as well as various other financial management matters.

Immediately prior to his current position, Mr. Toye served as the Director for Accounting Policy, within the Office of the Deputy Chief Financial Officer.  Prior to that assignment, he served as the Director of the Policy and Systems Division within the Directorate for Accounting Policy.  Mr. Toye also has extensive experience involving the formulation, presentation, review and execution of the Department’s budget, having served over 15 years in various positions in the Office of the Deputy Comptroller (Program/Budget), within the office of the Under Secretary of Defense (Comptroller).  Before joining OUSD(C), Mr. Toye served as an auditor for the Defense Contract Audit Agency.


Mr. Toye holds a Bachelor of Science Degree in Accounting from the Baltimore College of Commerce and a Master of Science degree in Public Administration from the George Washington University.  He also is a graduate of the Industrial College of the Armed Forces, National Defense University.


Mr. Toye was awarded the Presidential Meritorious Executive Award in 1992 and in 1999.  He was awarded the Secretary of Defense Medal for Meritorious Civilian Service in 1991 and in 1997 and the Department of Defense Medal for Distinguished Civilian Service earlier this year (2001).


Mr. Toye is a member of the American Society of Military Comptrollers, the Association of Government Accountants and the Senior Executive Association.  He is a certified Government Financial Manager and a Certified Defense Financial Manager.  Mr. Toye is a member of the Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board and the federal government’s Chief Financial Officers Council.
